The K7.8 million 

bridge, which was constructed under the Road 

Development Agency's (RDA) Acrow Bridge Programme, 

will provide easier access for communities in Kaonda and 

Lumbatwa to essential services such as schools and 

healthcare.

Development Eng. Charles L. Milupi said, road and bridge 

infrastructure development is critical for improving the 

living standards of the people. The Lwitikila Acrow Bridge 

is a testament to the new dawn's commitment to 

connecting communities and facilitating their access to 

markets and social amenities.”

The Lwitikila Bridge is part of the ongoing programme to 

construct 131 ACROW Bridges in seven provinces. Eng. 

Mulchand Kuntawala of RDA explained, “To date, we have 

commissioned 14 Acrow Bridges, and we plan to 

complete 10 more this year. These bridges are vital in 

transforming the socio-economic landscape of rural 

Zambia.”
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Proactive Measures to Address Flood-Damaged     Bridges and Culverts

 Agency, the Engineering Institution of Zambia, and other 

key stakeholders have outlined a roadmap for repairing 42 

damaged bridges and culverts across several provinces, 

such as Luapula, Eastern, Muchinga, Central, Southern, and 

Lusaka.

Immediate actions include:
Emergency Repairs: Urgent repairs will be conducted on 

the 42 identified structures.

Bailey Bridges Deployment: To restore connectivity 

swiftly, Bailey bridges will be deployed in critical areas, 

ensuring that essential transport links remain open.

Risk Assessment and Prioritization: The Ministry will 

conduct thorough risk assessments to prioritize repairs 

based on the severity of damage and the strategic 

importance of each site.

Zambia's most ambitious infrastructure project—the $650 

million Lusaka-Ndola Dual Carriageway—is gaining 

momentum, with construction progress surpassing the 23% 

mark and tracking well ahead of its 2027 completion target.

Spanning 327 kilometers through major economic corridors, 

the dual carriageway is more than just a road—it's a national 

highway set to reshape logistics, trade, and mobility between 

Zambia's capital and its Copperbelt industrial hub.

Developed under a 25-year Public-Private Partnership (PPP) 

model with the Macro-Ocean Investment Consortium, the 

project ensures not only upfront construction within three 

years, but also sustainable maintenance for 22 years post-

completion—shifting the long-term burden off government 

shoulders while guaranteeing road quality.

Over 2,300 Zambians have already secured employment 

through the construction phases, injecting income into 

communities and enhancing local skill development in 

roadworks, logistics, and civil engineering.

To maximize efficiency, the project has been divided into 

four strategic construction segments—from Lusaka to 

Chibombo, Chibombo to Kapiri Mposhi, Kapiri Mposhi to 

Ndola, and the fully completed Masangano-Fisenge-

Luanshya Road. This modular approach allows for 

simultaneous development across various sections, 

accelerating delivery while minimizing disruptions.

Key infrastructure enhancements include bypass roads in 

Kabwe and Kapiri Mposhi designed to decongest urban 

centers. The Kabwe bypass alone stretches 30 kilometers, 

diverting heavy through-traffic to improve urban safety 

and flow. A new bridge at the Kafubu crossing in Ndola will 

bring modern engineering standards to a vital link in the 

network.

The project also introduces smarter traffic regulation and 

toll systems. Three existing toll gates—Katuba, Manyumbi, 

and Kafulafuta—will be transferred to the concessionaire, 

while two additional gates are under development. New

The Zambian government is fully committed to 

providing sustainable, decent, and affordable housing 

to its citizens, in line with the National Housing Policy. 

The Ministry of Infrastructure, Housing, and Urban 

Development, in collaboration with Ongos Valley 

Development (Pty) Limited of Namibia and the 

National Housing Authority (NHA), is spearheading the

Government's Commitment to Sustainable Housing

 development of new housing units within the Lusaka 

South Multi-Facility Economic Zone.

However, there have been reports of fraudulent 

individuals soliciting payments for registration of 

housing units in the Lusaka South Multi-Facility 

Economic Zone. The Ministry urges the public to deal 

only with authorized entities. “We strongly advise the 

public to avoid unauthorized intermediaries and report 

any suspicious activities immediately,” the Permanent 

Secretary, Prof Albert Malama has warned.

The construction of the housing units is set to 

commence in the second quarter of 2025. Various 

payment modes, including rent-to-own, mortgage 

facilities, outright purchase, and installment schemes, 

will be available to interested off-takers. The 

government remains steadfast in ensuring that 

housing is accessible to all socioeconomic groups, 

reinforcing its commitment to improving living 

standards across Zambia.

In February 2025, Minister responsible for Infrastructure, 

Eng. Charles L. Milupi participated in a working visit to 

Japan, accompanying President Hichilema. During this trip, 

Eng. Charles L. Milupi led discussions with JFE Engineering 

Corporation, one of Japan's leading infrastructure firms, 

about opportunities for collaboration in the construction 

and rehabilitation of bridges across Zambia.

The discussions with JFE Engineering focused on the 

following areas:

• Bridge Rehabilitation and Construction: JFE expressed 

strong interest in partnering with Zambia to enhance 

the country's transport network, particularly in the 

construction and rehabilitation of bridges to improve 

connectivity.

• Airport Developments: Zambia is actively working on 

the rehabilitating and modernizing of provincial 

airports. Priority airports for development include 

Solwezi (North-Western Province), Nakonde 

(Muchinga Province), Choma (Southern Province), 

and Kasaba Bay (Northern Province).

•  Tourism and Aerodrome Upgrades: The government 

is also working to boost tourism through the 

construction and upgrading of aerodromes in 

strategic locations, including the Source of the 

Zambezi River, Liuwa National Park, Kafue National 

Park, and the sandy beaches of Lake Mweru in 

Chiengi District.

The Minister commented that, “Zambia's infrastructure 

development is central to our economic growth and 

competitiveness. The discussions with JFE Engineering 

reflect the new dawn government's commitment to 

forging global partnerships to modernize infrastructure 

and improve connectivity across the country.”

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Aluni-Mulonga ACROW Bridge Boosts 

Kanchibiya's Infrastructure

Following the commissioning of the Lwitikila Acrow 

Bridge, the government has also launched the Aluni-

Mulonga Acrow Bridge in Kanchibiya District, 

Muchinga Province. This bridge, which cost K8.3 

million, will significantly enhance travel and economic 

activities in the area, ensuring safer, more efficient 

routes for local communities.

“Through such infrastructure, the Government is 

providing a safe, smooth travel experience for our 

people and reducing travel time and minimizing vehicle

wear,” said Eng. Charles L. Milupi during the 

commissioning ceremony. The government is also 

working in collaboration with the private sector to 

expedite the development of crucial infrastructure 

projects.

Eng. Kuntawala added that, the Road Development 

Agency was making tremendous strides in ensuring 

that all 131 Acrow Bridges are completed on time and 

within budget, ensuring greater connectivity and easier 

access for the rural communities.”
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The Ministry of Infrastructure, Housing, and Urban 

Development, led by Eng. Charles L. Milupi, recently 

commissioned the upgraded Mweeke Toll Plaza in 

Mongu District. This upgrade, costing K7.3 million, is a 

crucial part of Zambia's efforts to improve road 

infrastructure and enhance trade, particularly with the 

upcoming Tapo-Kalabo-Sikongo Road project, which 

will form a vital segment of the Lobito Corridor 

connecting Zambia to Angola.

“The New Dawn Government has placed high priority on 

road construction and maintenance, as roads are 

essential drivers of national development,” Eng. Milupi 

said at the commissioning event. The upgraded toll 

plaza, now classified as a Class B station, will better 

accommodate growing traffic and enhance road safety. 

"Once the Tapo-Kalabo-Sikongo Road project is 

completed, the toll plaza will be upgraded to Type A,”.

In recognition of Zambia's first Minister of Commerce 

and Industry, Nalumino Mundia, the toll plaza has been 

renamed Nalumino Mundia Toll Plaza. “Nalumino 

Mundia was a renowned freedom fighter and later a 

diplomat. His contributions to Zambia's independence 

and development are unforgettable,” Eng. Milupi noted.

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Solar Energy to Power Infrastructure House: 

A Step Towards Sustainable Development

In line with President Hakainde Hichilema's directive to 

install solar energy systems in all public institutions, the 

Ministry of Infrastructure, Housing, and Urban 

Development has commissioned a 100-kilowatt solar 

backup power system at Infrastructure House. The solar 

system, valued at K4.3 million, will help reduce the 

Ministry's reliance on hydroelectric power, offering a 

more reliable and sustainable energy solution.

“The successful implementation of this project is a direct 

response to President Hichilema's call for a more 

reliable energy mix,” Infrastructure Minister Eng. 

Charles L. Milupi stated. The system will not only 

improve efficiency but will also save the government 

significant costs previously spent on diesel-powered 

backup generators. “We used to spend K9, 600 per week 

on fuel, and K15, 000 per month on Zesco bills. With the 

solar system, we anticipate a significant reduction in 

these costs,” the Minister explained.

The installation of this system is part of the 

government's broader strategy to promote renewable 

energy across Zambia and contribute to environmental 

sustainability.
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Strengthening Ties Between Zambia and Egypt:

“Zambia has 

prioritized the rehabilitation and development of critical 

infrastructure using the Public-Private Partnership (PPP) 

model. We invite Egypt's private sector to explore investment 

opportunities in Zambia,” Eng. Milupi added.
